• feel competent and confident about all the things they can do 

• build relationships 

• develop friendships 

• learn how to follow directions 

• learn to manage their emotions 

• let us know what their behavior is trying to communicate, and 

• learn new skills to replace challenging behavior 

 

You will receive information throughout the school year about this initiative and 

be invited to a parent night to learn more.   In the meantime, please talk with our 

center’s staff about how we are implementing the Pyramid Model in our 

classrooms.   Our teachers can tell and show you how your child’s learning 

environment, relationships with peers and adults, and social-emotional 

curriculum are working together to build the skills they need for the foundation of 

school readiness and success.
